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*Note: colour preferences can vary per individual and per activity. Generally
muted tones are better suited for individuals that avoid added visual
stimulation in the built environment while brighter or bolder colours might be
better suited for individuals seeking additional visual stimulation. And those
doing contemplative or focused work might want more muted or natural
tones while bolder or brighter colours can be beneficial in social spaces.
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Product suggestions based on HOK’s understanding of sensory processing
challenges in the build environment and design principles.
